Carl Friedrich Gauss (1777- 1855) is sometimes called the prince of mathematicians. Carl was a
child prodigy. There is a popular story that as a class punishment, Carl’s teacher once gave the
class an assignment to add the numbers from 1-100. Carl did it in under 30 seconds, and with
100% accuracy. Here is how he did it. Let’s begin with a smaller version first. Add the numbers
from 1-10.
